ERDMAN HALL, 20 LIBRARY PLACE, PRINCETON

Erdman Hall is on Library Place between Rte 206 South (Stockton Street) and Mercer Street/Princeton Pike, one traffic light south of the intersection of Rte 206 and
Nassau Street. A general location map appears below.

Parking for Erdman Hall is provided in a spacious lot opposite Erdman Hall, behind Speer and Luce Libraries. Street parking is limited to two hours. A more
detailed map featuring the designated parking lot appears on p. 3. Travel directions by automobile and train, from various directions, are courtesy of Princeton

Theological Seminary.
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By CAR

From Route 206 (southbound)

Follow Rte 206S into Princeton. At traffic light in Princeton turn right onto Stockton (the continuation of Rte
206S). Turn left at the first light onto Library Place. Erdman Hall is roughly one-half block in, on the right;
designated parking is accessed via Armstrong Place, immediately on the left after the turn onto Library Place.

From Alexander Road

Follow Alexander Road into Princeton through three traffic lights to its end, a T-intersection with Mercer
Street. Turn left onto Mercer and then right onto Library Place (the first right). Erdman Hall is roughly one-half
block in, on the left; designated parking is accessed via Armstrong Place, on the right past Erdman Hall.

From Route 1

Southbound, take the Alexander Rd. West exit toward Princeton, which follows quickly after the Washington
Rd. traffic light. Follow the Alexander Rd directions above.

Northbound, take the Alexander Rd. exit and turn left at the top of the ramp, crossing the overpass back over
Route 1. Then follow the Alexander Rd directions above.

From the New Jersey Turnpike (southbound)

Take Exit 9, New Brunswick. After toll booth, follow signs for Route 1 South. Take Route 1 South into
Princeton, following directions from Route 1 southbound (above).

From Interstate 295

Northbound, follow I-295N until it ends and becomes 1-95S. Take exit 8B (Rt. 583, Princeton Pike North) and
proceed five miles to the Seminary. Princeton Pike becomes Mercer Street. Proceed to Library Place, the third
left after the traffic light at Olden Lane in Princeton. Turn left onto Library Place. Erdman Hall is roughly one-
half block in, on the left; designated parking is accessed via Armstrong Place, on the right past Erdman Hall.



From Interstate 95 (from the Philadelphia area)

Travel north into New Jersey. Take exit 8B (Rt. 583, Princeton Pike North) and proceed five miles north to the Seminary. Princeton Pike becomes Mercer Street.
Proceed to Library Place, the third left after the traffic light at Olden Lane in Princeton. Turn left onto Library Place. Erdman Hall is roughly one-half block in, on
the left; designated parking is accessed via Armstrong Place, on the right past Erdman Hall.

Northbound, follow Rt. 1 north across the Delaware River through Trenton until you reach 1-95 in Lawrenceville, NJ. Take 1-95S to exit 8B (Princeton Pike North)
and proceed five miles to the Seminary. Princeton Pike becomes Mercer Street. Proceed to Library Place, the third left after the traffic light at Olden Lane in
Princeton. Turn left onto Library Place. Erdman Hall is roughly one-half block in, on the left; designated parking is accessed via Armstrong Place, on the right past
Erdman Hall.

From the Pennsylvania Turnpike

Take Exit 351 (marked Philadelphia) and follow Rt. 1 north for a few miles. Take the exit for 1-95N and follow I-95N into New Jersey. Follow directions from I-
95 (above).

By TRAIN

Take either Amtrak or New Jersey Transit to Princeton Junction via the Northeast Corridor Line. From Princeton Junction take the local train shuttle (the “Dinky”)
to Princeton (the only stop).

When you get off the train in Princeton, walk to your left toward the only stoplight you can see. There will be a Wawa market on your left, and you will turn right
on Alexander Street and walk up the slight hill to the PTS campus on your left. Erdman Hall (the Center of Continuing Education) is diagonally across the campus,
across Mercer Street on Library Place, just opposite the side entrance to Speer Library. Please be advised that Erdman Hall is a 1/2-mile walk up a slow incline
from the Princeton shuttle train station. There are public phones available at the station if you require a taxi.
